Journals Digital Archive Licence Agreement"), NEICON is permitted to sub-license the access and use of
The Cambridge Journals Digital Archive to Sub-Licensees in accordance with the terms of this Sub-Licence;

NEICON AND THE SUB-LICENSEE AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

1. DEFINITIONS
11 In this Sub-Licence, the following expressions shall have the following meanings:
"Authorised Users" means individuals who are authorised by the Sub-Licensee to

2. GRANT OF SUB-LICENCE

2.1 The Sub-Licensee agrees to pay the Charges as set out in Schedule 1, in consideration of which
NEICON agrees to grant to the Sub-Licensee a non-exclusive sub-licence to access and use the
Licensed Material and to allow Authorised Users to access and use the Licensed Material throughout
the term of this Sub-Licence by Secure Authentication for Educational Purposes only.

9. TERM AND TERMINATION

9.1 The term of this Sub-Licence will commence upon the date of signature and will remain in full force
and effect, unless terminated earlier as provided for in this Clause 9.

9.2 Either party may terminate this Sub-Licence at any time on the material breach or repeated other
breaches by the other of any obligation on its part under this Sub-Licence by serving a written notice
on the other identifying the nature of the breach. The termination will become effective thirty days
after receipt of the written notice unless during the relevant period of thirty (30) days the defaulting
party remedies the breach.

9.3 Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, this Sub-Licence will be treated as if terminated if
the Cambridge Journals Digital Archive Licence Agreement between Cambridge University Press
and NEICON terminates until NEICON remedies the breach. NEICON will notify the Sub-Licensee of
such termination and when it has remedied the breach.

9.4 Where NEICON receives information indicating that there may have been a breach by the Sub-
