Acceptance shall be by receipt of the Acceptance Form. Acceptance shall be acceptance of all terms of this
Sub-Licence and no variation or counter offer will be accepted by NEICON. In the event that no or partial
compliance is made as to the manner or form described for acceptance, no sub-licence will be granted and
this offer is deemed withdrawn.

RECITALS

Publishing Group from 4 November 1869 to 31 December 2011.

AND WHEREAS The Nature Journal Digital Archive and all Intellectual Property Rights (as hereafter
defined) therein are owned by or licensed to Nature Publishing Group;

AND WHEREAS by an agreement between Nature Publishing Group and NEICON (the " The Nature
Consortium Archive License"), NEICON is permitted to sub-license the access and
use of The Nature Journal Digital Archive to Sub-Licensees in accordance with the
terms of this Sub-Licence;

NEICON AND THE SUB-LICENSEE AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

TERMS

1.1 In this Sub-Licence Agreement unless the context requires otherwise, the following expressions have the
following meanings:

"Archive Fee": covered by NEICON;

"Archived Material": means the archived material which is collectively known as ‘Nature Journal Digital
Archive’

" Authorised User": In the case of academic institutions: (a) Staff and Students employed by or otherwise
accredited by a Sub-Licensee whether full-time or part time (b) individual members of the public registered
as users of a Sub-Licensee 's library or information service; and (c) individual members of the public
permitted to use a Sub-Licensee 's library or information services; in each case who are permitted general
access to the Network by the Sub-Licensee;

In the case of non academic institutions: every member of staff employed by or otherwise engaged by the



Sub-Licensee and Related Organisations in research and development in the furtherance of the Sub-

"Commencement Date": means the commencement date of this Sub-Licence Agreement;

"Customer Support": the Helpdesk providing reasonable e-mail and telephone support;

"Electronic Version": means a copy of the Archived Materials on CD ROM (or in such other electronic
form as the  NPG shall decide) subject to the NPG’s terms and conditions of use;

"Eligible Institutions": means any Russian

;  higher education institution publicly financed

;  national, regional or state library,

;  academic specialist library mainly financed by public funding,
;  research institution mainly financed by public funding,

;  governmental institution

Institutions will be deemed Eligible for access provided that (a) its membership in NEICON remains in
effect; and (b) they remain throughout the period of its use of the Archived Material, a not-for profit entity as
outlined above.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Sub-Licence Agreement, usage is granted only within the scope
of services generally provided by libraries to their clients, i.e. limited to Research or Educational Purposes,

and redistribution and Commercial Use of the information content is not allowed.

"Sub-Licensee": each of the members of NEICON that has completed the Acceptance of Sub-Licence Form
attached to this Sub-Licence Agreement;

"Network": the Sub-Licensee‘s local area network system of connected computers at the Sub-Licensee's
premises
1.2 The Sub-Licence Agreement contains the entire agreement and undertaking between the parties relating

to the Archived Material and supersedes any prior agreement.

1.3 The termination of this Sub-Licence Agreement shall not prejudice the rights and remedies of either
party against the other in respect of any prior breach of covenant, terms, warranty or condition.

1.4 The failure of any party to enforce any provision of this Sub-Licence Agreement on any one occasion
shall not affect its right to enforce another provision or the same provision on another occasion.

1.5 Nothing contained in this Sub-Licence Agreement shall constitute or shall be construed as constituting a



partnership, joint venture, or contract of employment between the parties.

2. DELIVERY AND GRANT OF RIGHTS

2.1 In consideration of the payments made and to be made by NEICON, and subject to the NEICON
observing its obligations under the Nature Consortium Archive License Agreement, and subject to the rights
granted to it by NPG, NEICON grants to Sub-Licensee for the Term the following non-exclusive rights ("the
Rights"), to:

(a) permit Sub-Licensee to access via the Network at any time the NPG server, or as the case may be any
service provided by an agent on its behalf, for the purpose of accessing that part of the Archived Material it
has subscribed to access for research teaching, and private study purposes by means of workstations
connected to the Sub-Licensee’s Network;

(b) make that part of the Archived Material Sub-Licensee has subscribed to accessible directly or
remotely via the respective Sub-Licensee’s Network to the respective Sub-Licensee’s Authorized Users for
their research, teaching, and private study purposes;

® create a hypertext link to any part of the Archived Material provided that no person other than an
Authorised User may use such hypertext link; or
(g) permit Sub-Licensee’s Authorized Users to translate portions of the Archived Material purely for

private research. These translations cannot be stored or otherwise commercially exploited.

2.2 The Rights are personal to the Sub-Licensee and do not extend to its subsidiary or parent
organizations, or to any other related or affiliated organizations other than the Sub-Licensee as provided
herein. The Sub-Licensee may not assign, sub-license, transfer, charge or otherwise dispose of its rights
under this Sub-Licence Agreement without the prior written consent of the NEICON and/or NPG.



2.3 Title to, and ownership of, the Archived Material (including any copies made by the Sub-Licensee) is
not transferred to the Sub-Licensee and remains vested in NPG, subject to the Rights granted in Clause 2.1.
The Sub- Licensee acknowledges that any rights not expressly granted in this Sub-License Agreement are
reserved to NPG.

2.4 The Sub-Licensee is responsible for the provision of and payment for the computer equipment and
telecommunication services necessary for access to the Archived Material. Neither NPG no NEICON shall
issue credits or refunds against charges incurred by the Sub-Licensee in relation to such telecommunication
services or those incurred contacting Customer Support. The Sub-Licensee accepts that neither NPG no
NEICON has control over such telecommunication services and that neither NPG not NEICON shall have
liability to the Sub-Licensee for the acts or omissions of providers of telecommunication services or for faults
in or failures of their apparatus.

2.5 The NPG may assign this Agreement without the consent of the NEICON.
3. USAGE RESTRICTIONS

Except as expressly permitted in Clause 2.1, the Sub-Licensee warrants that it will not license or permit
others to, directly or indirectly, without the NPG’s prior written consent:

(a) sell, distribute, license, rent or otherwise exploit the Archived Material, or any element of it, for any
commercial purpose;

(b) make the Archived Material, or any element of it, available by any means to persons other than
Authorized Users;

(©) make the Archived Material, or any element of it, available on, or by, electronic bulletin boards, news
groups, Web sites, FTP or any other means of posting or transmitting material on the Internet, an on-line
service or wide area network;

(d) remove or obscure the NPG’s copyright notice from the Archived Material including hard-copy
